HWH® Pivoting Jacks VS Competition Rigid Jacks

Minimizes sliding of the jack foot when coach sides are lifted.
Minimizes side-loading to the RV structure and jack leg.
Maximizes stability because the outward angle braces the RV.

Reduces bending stresses in rods.
Maximizes foot-to-ground contact and stability.
